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 3309 Bus Inspections 

 Each school bus used to transport students to or from school or school-related 
events must meet or exceed safety standards required by law. 

 The Michigan State Police or its authorized designee must inspect a new school 
bus before the District accepts delivery. The District may not accept delivery of a 
new school bus unless it passes inspection. 

 The Michigan State Police or its authorized designee must inspect each school 
bus annually. Use of a school bus may be approved, restricted, or prohibited 
based on the results of an inspection. 

 Any entity providing school bus services to the District may only use school 
buses that have passed inspection by the Michigan State Police.
